Mayor Gamby invited public comment with regard to the Dawes County Complex fires that
occurred this past summer.  In addition to the members of the City Council, the following were present
and were heard with regard to the fires: Dennis Brown on behalf of KCSR Radio, Zoning/Building Official
Janet Johnson, Fire Chief Pat Gould, Jamie Hoek, and Bev Bartlett.  

Roger Suhr appeared before the Council to state his concern that Vice Mayor Jim Stokey may have
had a conflict of interest with regard to the motion made at the last regular Council Meeting to not renew
the City Manager Employment Contract with Al Vacanti.  Mr. Suhr was of the understanding that former
Chief of Police Jerry Crews and former City Manager Larry Teahon are employees of Vice Mayor Stokey,
and that this was not disclosed at the last Council Meeting.  James Wilburn advised the Council that under
Robert’s Rules of Order that, the concern should have been raised at the time.  Mr. Wilburn stated that this
type of question needs to be raised promptly at the time of the call of the question.  

Mr. Suhr also expressed his concerns with regard to the level of services being provided to the City
by the current City Attorney, Bevin Bump.  Mayor Gamby asked that Mr. Suhr keep his comments to the
position and not to the person.  Mr. Suhr listed several concerns dealing with the City Attorney’s office.
Mr. Suhr was of the opinion that changes need to be made in the City Attorney’s office.  

John Chizek also spoke with regard to this issue, stating that the City Code states that each time a
new City Manager is hired, that there is to be a formal appointment of a City Attorney.  Past records
indicate that this has not happened, the City Attorney has been retained, but never formally reappointed.

Don Blausey, Executive Director for Nebraska Northwest Development Corporation, appeared before
the Council to give his report and update.
