APRIL 16, 2007

The Mayor and City Council of the City of Chadron, Nebraska met in regular session in the City
Hall Council Chambers at 234 Main Street on the 16th day of April, 2007, at 5:00 o'clock P.M.  The
following individuals were present:  Mayor Donny Grantham, Vice Mayor John Gamby,
Councilmembers John Chizek and Rob Harvey, City Manager Sandra Powell, City Clerk Donna Rust,
Interim City Attorney Megan Failla, Interim Chief of Police Margaret Keiper, Public Works Director
Milo Rust, Building/Zoning Official Janet Johnson, and Finance Officer Melany Hughes.
